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emitting enormous levels of carbon
dioxide into the atmosphere.

Carbon Control Software (CCS), a
new Aberdeen-based company, will
launch the program in May, along-
side a social networking site called
Carbon Earth which automatically
uploads information on how much a
company has cut its carbon emissions
and provides at-a-glance view of which
businesses are the most green.

They will give the software away for
free to home users and charge businesses

The software works by simply cutting
power to computers and then produc-
ing data centrally on how much energy
is saved in order to calculate the differ-
ence in carbon emissions.

There are already programs that do
similar things but Gillies claimed that
his company’s product was the only
one specifically designed with carbon
cuts in mind.
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There have already been attempis
by environmentalists and government
to persuade people to switch their
computers off after work, but most
have fallen on deaf ears.

John Stocks, manager of Car-
bon Trust Scotland, said that using
automatic software was “one avenue
to go down” and warned: “IT uses a
tremendous amountofenergyanditis
very important that all computers are
switched off when they are not needed,
such as overnight.”
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
